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Gene Marcus, W3PM, used an Si5351A clock 
generator board from Adafruit to build a 1 to 112.5 MHz 
VFO. You can build this VFO as a stand-alone unit or with 
a GPS disciplined oscillator to produce a more stable 
signal frequency. The GPS version also displays your Grid 
Locator and the time in UTC.
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
